"The effect of the residential environment of the school unit on the educational
process"’

Theoretical reflection

The main purpose of this paper is to investigate the effect of the school environment
on the educational practice in preschool age. Through the systemic approach we will
try to highlight the interactive relationship that exists between school and the external
environment. The main research question posed in this paper is whether the external
residential environment in which the child lives and develops, affects the educational
process. An environment rich in stimuli which offers many learning opportunities, can
contribute positively to the educational process or vice versa. According to
environmental psychologists, the natural environment can not cause or prevent
learning on its own, but may interact with other factors to favor or hinder the learning
process. Knowledge emerges through the active interaction of the human body with
the environment in which it develops. Based on the systemic approach, which aims at
an overall conception of life and knowledge through the patterns of circular
correlations, we will not dwell only on the evaluations resulting from the isolation of
variables and their quantitative measurement. Our interest is focused on
understanding their interdisciplinary dynamics and interaction. In our research,
scientific concepts of psychology, sociology, urban planning and space sciences, as
well as pedagogy are intertwined in a cyclical interrelationship through the study of
systems. Knowledge emerges through the active interaction of the human body with
the environment that develops.

A school organization is a complex dynamic structure that is impossible to be
described and defined in its entirety. The school is a social organization as it consists
of people. Every social organization is a system. The term "system" refers to a set of
interdependent elements, which interact and work together to achieve a specific goal
or set of goals. Any change in an element of the system brings about changes in the
whole system, but also in each part of it separately. According to the systemic view, if
all the school subsystems work well, then the overall school organization works well.
However, if one of the components does not work properly, the performance of the
entire system is affected. There is a cyclical relationship of action - reaction between
the members of a system. The concept of interaction is of major importance in the
systemic approach. The elements are dynamically interrelated and interdependent.
The systemic approach adds to education the level of correlation between the
individual and his environment. There is a cyclical interrelationship between the
organism and the environment. A dynamic interaction. Along with the formal
curriculum, there is a hidden curriculum that deals with the factors that influence the
learning process. The residential environment is a key factor in the hidden curriculum.
How catalytic is its effect in everyday educational practice and how detectable can
this effect be? .



In the international literature, sufficient material is found around the concepts that
concern us. In the Greek reality, there are fewer references to the possibility of
searching for published works. We find published studies about the internal and
external school environment but not regarding their connection in a single
interdependence framework. These findings, based on our exploratory concern,
strengthened and motivated our research because we hope it opens a new field of
scientific research.

Research questions

Our field of research is virgin and research questions will be a point of reference in
our research

Impact of residential environment on the school

. Does the residential environment of the school affect the educational process?
. Does it affect the learning of students.
. Does it affect teachers' motivation for creativity?

Impact of school on the residential environment

. Does the school influence the design of the space by creating new residential
environments?

. Does the educational process followed by a school unit affect the residential
environment? In the code of social values? In the cohesion of the social environment?
In reducing inequalities?

Main research approach / method

Our research field has not been traced to date and we will use quantitative and
qualitative method in data collection. Mixed approaches combine quantitative and
qualitative methods in their methodological design to make better use of the
advantages of each method and to deal more effectively with the weaknesses of each.
The research will be conducted by Kindergarten teachers of Primary education
working in kindergartens of the Regional Unit of Messinia and Attica. It should be
noted that the research design is flexible and the determination of the sample size is
not defined exclusively before the research is conducted but itevolves and it is
adjusted according to the research findings.

Expected results

Our research field has not been traced to date and we will use quantitative and
qualitative method in data collection.

Our field of research is unexplored and this equips us with responsibility and
expectations for its mapping. We consider it important to know the impact that the
school's residential environment has on the educational practice, as well as the impact
of the educational process on the residential environment. If we know this, we can
intervene remedially and even in the spatial planning of education, both locally /
regionally and nationally. At the same time, in this way we can encourage those in
charge of education to reflect on the direction of modifying their decisions on



curricula in order to design programs that will take into account the residential
environment of the school community. So, they will be able to look for methods of
utilizing the special characteristics of the external environment of each school unit in
a way that favors the educational practice. We can also supply a wealth of elaborate
scientific data to those in charge of spatial planning so that, in housing planning,
decisions, whose implementation will make a decisive contribution to reducing
educational and social inequalities, can be made.

In addition, the conclusions of the present research could be taken into account and
used, on a practical level, in the training of educational schools in order to improve
their daily educational practices.
