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Summary
The origin of the olive tree is lost in the depths of the centuries, as it evolved in parallel
with the cultures that developed on the shores of the Mediterranean. In Santorini the
first ancient - archaeobotanical findings of the olive date back to 50,000-60,000 BC,
while the beginning of its systematic cultivation is placed at 5,000 BC. This long-
standing presence of the olive tree has contributed to the creation of a special cultural
heritage, as itis engraved both in the daily life of people and in their spiritual and social
life. This heritage is distinguished in material (tools, techniques, products) and
intangible (know-how, oral traditions, eating habits, etc.). Olive oil is a key element of
the Greek diet and it is remarkable to recognize its value even in areas without olive
cultivation. The recognition of its value is remarkable even in areas without olive
cultivation. In the Orthodox tradition, oil is an integral part of the ceremonies of birth,
baptism, marriage, burial, but also in other religious practices (iconostasis, candelabra).

The olive tree is found throughout Greece, except for some islands. Mainland
Greece (Peloponnese, Central Greece, Epirus, Thessaly), Crete and the Aegean islands
(Lesvos, Chios, Thassos, Samos, Naxos, Dodecanese) and the lonian Sea are the cradle
of global olive growing. The arable land of olive trees amounts to 7.56 million acres.
Of these areas, 31% are located in the Peloponnese and 24% in Crete. The most
important olive groves are found in Messinia (Kalamata, West Mani), Crete (Chania),
Laconia (East Mani) and Chios.

This Doctoral Thesis has a dual purpose, specifically aimed at proving the
cultural heritage of olive oil and olive oil as an element of cultural identity and culture
of the Greek rural region and in addition the connection of development with the whole
ecosystem and measuring its share of culture olive and olive oil in relation to society
and the economy.

In this horizon, through the holistic approach of biocultural scientific theory as
well as that of the cultural landscape, it will ascertain the social and economic effects



of the cultural heritage of olivesand olive oil and their importance in the sustainability

of local communities, turning them into economic ones.

The Doctoral Thesis in order to prove the above mentioned uses mixed methods
of both qualitative and quantitative research. In particular, qualitative research
techniques are used, such as interviews with local bodies and people, qualified and
experts on the subject, participatory observation, as well as advanced models of socio-
economic impact analysis and in particular the SROI analysis method, contributes to
capture the impact in economic terms of the cultural heritage in the socio-economic
development of local communities and their long-term sustainability.

Utilizing the methodology of the SROI model and the collection of data
collection through secondary sources and the interviews with the local bodies, the
impact of the intangible cultural heritage in the local society is analyzed and recorded
with economic indicators, its effects on its economic, cultural, environmental and social
activity.

The findings of all stages of the researchwill then attempt to design a biocultural
development model for local communities and explore the creation of financial
opportunities in the context of social entrepreneurship, which meets the goals of local
communities. This may include a wide economic, political, cultural, to range ecological
and social goals and will also be sustainable businesses or income-generating activities

that support social prosperity and sustainable development.
